The Ruth family started their bar business in 1935 with our Grandfather Charlie Ruth and then
in 1965, our father Orris Ruth bought into the business. After his many years and changing
locations downtown to Washington St., Chuck’s Pub was the place to go to have a drink. Now
for just over 14 years son David Ruth and daughter Gina Pearson own the 3rd generation bar in
the great downtown of Hampshire, now called The Kave.
