Did you know
that any pool that is over 24" in height or depth,
measured from ground level requires a building permit?
This includes swimming pools, above ground pools, on-
ground swimming pools and fixed-in-place wading pools.
Any podl that meets or exceeds this definition requires a

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DO | NEED A PERMIT FOR THAT?

The examples below include only some of the projects
requiring permits (not all projects have been included!).
Any owner or authorized agent who intends to construct,
enlarge, alter, repair, move, demalish, or change the
occupancy of a building or structure, or to erect, install,
enlarge, alter, repair, remove, convert or replace any
electrical, gas, mechanical or plumbing system, the
installation of which is regulated by this code, or to
cause any such work to be done, shall first make
application to the building official and obtain the required
permit. Contact Village Hall or consult our website for
additional information. Permits are required for:

e Additions (bedrooms, bathrooms, family rooms,
efc.)

e Commercial finish-out or remodel

e Electrical systems and repairs

e New electrical panels or circuits

e Gas or electric water heater replacement

e Excavation

e Fences/Decks

e Basement finish-out

e Sprinkler system installation

e New building

e Commercial buildings/residences

e Plumbing systems and repairs

e Gas line addition, replacement or repair

e Shower pans

e Repairs of water or sewer line

e Pools deeper than 24"

e Retaining walls over 4 ft. in height (including the
footings)

e Signs

¢ Residential work (new windows and doors, patio
covers, garages, fireplaces, water heaters, etc.)

e Renovations (garage conversions, basement
furnishings, kitchen expansions, re-rodfing, etc.)

e HVAC (heating, ventilating and air-conditioning)
systems

o All accessory buildings (sheds)

¢ Roofing

e Patio covers, carports and arbors

e Replacing or adding a drive approach

e Concrete patios require a permit; paver patios do
not require permit



The History Of Flag Day

The idea of an annual day specifically celebrating the
Flag is believed to have first originated in 1885 by BJ
Cigrand, a schod teacher, in Fredonia, Wisconsin.

June 14, 1889: George Balch, a kindergarten teacher in
New York City, planned appropriate ceremonies for the
children of his school, and his idea of observing Flag
Day was later adopted by the State Board of Education
of New York.

June 14, 1891: the Betsy Ross House in Philadelphia
held a Flag Day celebration.

June 14, 1892: the New York Scociety of the Sons of the
Revolution celebrated Flag Day.

April 25, 1893: the Pennsylvania Society of Colonial
Dames of America adopted a resodlution requesting the
mayor of Philadelphia and all cothers in authority and all
private citizens to display the Flag on June 14th.

In 1894, the governor of New York directed that on June
14 the Flag be displayed on all public buildings. With
BJ Cigrand and Leroy Van Horn as the moving forces,
the lllinois organization, known as the American Flag
Day Association, was organized for the purpose of
promating the holding of Flag Day exercises.

June 14, 1894: the first public schod children's
celebration of Flag Day in Chicago was held in Douglas,
Garfield, Humbaldt, Lincoln, and Washington Parks,
with more than 300,000 children participating.

May 30, 1916: Flag Day officially established by
proclamation of President Woodrow Wilson.

August 3, 1949: President Truman signed an Act of
Congress designating June 14th of each year as
National Flag Day.

The American flag, also nicknamed as "Old Glory" or
"star-spangled banner", has changed designs over the
centuries. It consists of 13 equal horizontal stripes of red



(top and bottom) alternating with white, with a blue
rectangle in the canton bearing 50 small, white, five-
pointed stars. Each of the 50 stars represents one of the
50 states in the United States and the 13 stripes
represent the original 13 colonies that became the first
states in the Union.
