BUSINESS DEVELOPMENT

In my last update I mentioned that we
were moving forward to acquiring the
critical information that businesses use
to evaluate the prospect of doing
business in our village.  We have
achieved that by partnering  with ESRI, a
supplier of data
regarding our town.  We
have purchased from
them 12 individual
reports that give
prospective businesses information
regarding average household income,
retail market potential, and much more
that help them get a sense of our town. 
These reports will be part of the roll out
of the new website that will be coming
soon. 

Additionally, we have completed defining
the context process I described in the
last newsletter for most of the 6 sub
areas of town that we defined
(downtown, Rt 72, the truck stop, the
industrial park, Rt 47 and Rt 20). 
Furthermore, we have moved into the
process of setting goals for the
downtown area.  That is our main focus in
the commission at this time.

We have begun to brainstorm ways in
which we can help to restore the
downtown area back to a place where the
residents of Hampshire can spend their
time in fellowship with their community
members.  We have high hopes for this
area in the coming couple of years, and
we are working on allocating potential
grant monies and utilizing tools that will



cutting the grass is a necessary
summer chore here in
Hampshire.

Mulching your grass clippings
and leaving them in place is an
easy way to reduce the fertilizer
required by your lawn and will
add valuable organic matter to
the soil. Mulching also promotes
the health and growth of your
lawn by reducing evaporation of
the moisture and keeps the soil
temperature cooler.

Estimated Water
Bills Explained

 

Generally water meters are read
every 60 days or so, and the
Water Department works hard to
obtain an accurate reading from
your water meter each and every
billing period. On occasion,
however, there may be an issue
with the MXU (for remote
reading) or the meter and we are
not able to obtain an actual
reading.

When that happens we will
estimate usage. If a customer's
water consumption is estimated,
"ESTIMATE" will appear on the
right-hand side of the bill as
shown above. If you received an
estimated bill, we are asking you
to contact Village Hall at 847-
683-2181, extension 22 to
arrange for an appointment to
have your meter checked.

Why is hydrant flushing
necessary? 
Hydrant flushing enhances water
quality by flushing sediment from
the pipe mains, verifies the
proper operation of hydrants and
valves, and maintains firefighting
capability. 

What should I do when they
are flushing hydrants in my
area? 
If you see a crew flushing
hydrants on your street, avoid
running tap water and using the
washing machine or dish washer
until the flushing is done.
  
What should I do after
flushing? 
If tap water is used during
flushing, it could come out full of
sediment that cause
discoloration. Shut the water off
and wait several minutes. After
waiting, check the clarity by
running cold water for a few
minutes, allowing new water to
work its way into your pipes. If
the water is clear, it is OK to

Service Line Warranty
Program 

By now, homeowners should have received
a letter from Service Line Warranties of
America (SLWA) regarding the company's
exterior water service line warranty program.
SLWA has been around about 10 years,
offers an affordable utility line repair solution
and currently has more than 13,000 Illinois
residents enrolled in the program. 

The Village vetted the organization and found
SLWA has maintained a customer
satisfaction rating of greater than 98% and is
endorsed by the National League of Cities.
The company has an A+ Better Business
Bureau rating. 

We are hearing that many residents
contacted their insurance agents and were
surprised to find they were not covered for
repair or replacement of their water and
sewer lines through their homeowner's
policy. The program is completely optional
but has the potential to save you a significant
amount of money in case a covered water
service line repair is needed. SLWA works



use. If not, wait a few more
minutes and check again. In
some cases, there may be a
slight discoloration for a few
hours. This discoloration only
affects the appearance of the
water; it does not affect water
quality. There is no health
hazards associated with
discolored water. Avoid washing
laundry during scheduled
flushing times. Wait until the
water runs clear at the tap, then
wash a load of dark cloths first. If
pressure or volume seems low,
check your faucet screens for
trapped particles. 

Why does my water look
funny after flushing? 
When a hydrant is opened, there
will be temporary incidences of
discolored water while fine
sediment particles are flushed
out. There is no health hazard
associated with the discolored
water. Allow a few hours for
discoloration to dissipate. To
verify if water is clear, run your
cold-water tap for a few minutes.

Recreational Fires

Recreational fires have grown in popularity
and the Village receives questions each year
about what is allowed.

Recreational fires cannot be conducted
within 25 feet of a structure or combustible
material including homes, garages,
sheds, fences, trees and bushes. If your lot
is not large enough to provide the 25 foot
distance, you will need to use an approved
container such as a portable metal fire pit,
outdoor fire place, incinerator, barbeque pit
or chiminea. The approved container cannot
be located within 15 feet of a structure or
combustible material.

Recreational fire pile sizes cannot exceed 3
feet in diameter and 2 feet in height. The
burning of garbage, building materials,
landscape waste and leaves is not allowed
within Village limits.
