PREVENT FROZEN PIPES

Mark Montgomery, Hampshire's Supervisor of
Utilities, offers the following tips to prevent
frozen pipes in your home this winter season:

o Disconnect your garden hose and
tighten the faucet to be sure the water is
turned off for winter. If you have them, close
any shut-off valves that supply outdoor hose
bibs and open the faucet outside to drain the
line.

J Open kitchen and bathroom cabinet
doors to allow warmer air to circulate around
the plumbing. This is especially important
when the plumbing is located on an exterior
wall.

J Keep garage doors closed. Plumbing
in rooms adjacent to the entry/exit door into
an unheated garage are susceptible to freez-
ing.

o Let the cold water flow constantly
from the fixture that is furthest from your wa-
ter meter. The stream of water should be ap-
proximately the width of a pencil lead.

. If you are going out of town, set your
thermostat no lower than 55 degrees and
have a trusted neighbor check your house to

J Protect pipes susceptible to freezing
by insulating with a foam rubber or fiberglass
sleeve or by wrapping in heat tape or thermo-
stat-controlled heat cables.

Most often frozen lines occur in areas such
as crawl spaces or outside walls, where un-
protected plumbing is more vulnerable to the
elements. When water freezes it expands and
can cause a water pipe to burst. Burst water
pipes can cause at lot of damage, lead to big
inconvenience and possibly costly repairs.
Take action today to prevent pipes from
freezing in your home.
