Make
sure to service your fireplace, chimneys, and furnaces at least an-
nually. This will make sure your fireplace, chimneys, and furnaces
are working effectively and safely.

3. Remove dead and damaged tree limbs: When heavy and wet
snow comes to the area in can cause dead and damaged tree limbs
to break away and potentially damage your house if in close prox-
imity. Take the time during November to remove any dead and dam-
aged tree limbs.
