4. Discussion of a Zoning Amendment to Allow Projecting Signs in the Village (moved
up in the agenda from bullet 6)

ordinance updates to business signage that projects off the front of a building.
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The current community graphics regulations do not allow any wall sign to
project more than 12" from the wall. The Planning and Zoning Commission
asked for the BDC's input before holding and hearings or votes on a potential
amendment to allow such signs.

e The BDC unanimously agreed that it is open to adjusting the current ordinance
to encourage more signage of this type.

5. Update of the Downtown Streetscape Project
e Village Administrator Hedges discussed the nearing completion of the overall
project, with minor updates to be finished in the near future. There will be a
ribbon cutting ceremony on August 28", prior to the Coon Creek Days parade.
